2012 Terms & Conditions Agreement

Participation in the Maribyrnong Makers Market is subject to your acceptance of the following terms and conditions. Please read these carefully before completing the Application Form.

The Committee reserves the right to accept or decline any application.
Products: It is important that you specify the nature of your stall and the types of product to be sold. Stallholders contravening this requirement or failing to accurately describe their products may have their trading terminated and forfeit their payment.

Environment and waste: The Maribyrnong Makers Market Committee does their best to ensure that the market grounds are left free of waste at the conclusion of the event. Please try to reduce waste and use recycled and/or recyclable packaging and materials and remove all waste at the end of the day.

Set up and pack up times: The MMM will be open to the general public from 9:30am to 3:30pm on market days. Stall holders must be on site by 8am. Market staff will be on location from 7am. If you do not arrive by 8.30am, you may lose your allocated site and may not be allowed entry to the MMM. The market finishes at 3:30pm and no stallholder is permitted to pack up prior to this time unless otherwise arranged.

Site Conditions: The MMM is predominantly an outdoor market with a limited number of inside stalls. Stall sites are allocated at the discretion of the committee and inside stall sites cannot be guaranteed.

Outdoor sites MUST use umbrellas these must be secured and weighted appropriately. 

Marquees are not permitted.

Site furniture and display: Stallholders must provide their own table, chair and table cloth, any other display equipment. Outdoor sites must provide an umbrella and weights (e.g. sand or water weights).

All displays, tables, umbrellas or otherwise MUST be contained within the site space (approx 1m deep x 2m frontage). Stallholders may use other free-standing displays of their choice – these must be secured and weighted appropriately. Failure to contain your stall within the site may result in the MMG Inc. requesting that displays/items be removed immediately. 
All trestle/display tables must be covered with floor length table cloths.

$55 per site. GST is not applicable. Food/skincare stalls without PLI Insurance, add $10.
Payment: An Invoice & electronic payment details will be emailed to you when your application has been approved. Payment in full is required within the time specified in the Invoice.  

Please note that fees are NON-REFUNDABLE.
Public Liability Insurance: Maribyrnong Makers Market has Public Liability Insurance coverage for stallholders; however this does not cover your product. We recommend that stallholders have their own product insurance. All products for sale must comply with trade and safety regulations.

Note: skincare or consumable products are required to have $10 million Product Liability Insurance. See next page.

IMPORTANT  Information for consumables and skincare products

Foodstalls or Skincare - Insurance:

All skincare or consumable products are required to have $10 million Product Liability Insurance.  Skincare must be predominately made from naturally derived products.
If your application includes skincare and/or consumable products (i.e. food): we require a copy of your Public Liability Insurance (PLI) Certificate of Currency noting the Maribyrnong Makers Group Inc. and the Maribyrnong Makers Market as interested parties and ensuring that the expiry date is valid for the market you are applying for. Contact your insurer to request this addition. 
Please note: if you do not have your own PLI for skin care/consumable products, an additional fee of $10 per market will cover you under our insurance policy. Please advise if you require this.

Food stalls:

If your application includes consumable products (i.e. food):
When you receive your confirmation letter and Invoice from the MMG, you must apply to Maribyrnong City Council for a Temporary Food Premises Permit, and advise us when Approval is granted.
